Bhuwaneshwory Temple has been built in the premises 
of Community Earthquake Learning Center (CELC), Sainbu‐
4, Bhainsepati  location of Lalitpur district where National 
Society  for  Earthquake  Technology  –  Nepal  (NSET) 
headquarters  reside.  According  to  Hindu  traditions, 
Bhuvaneshvari, who is known for her beauty, co‐operates 
with Shiva in bringing forth from the formless primal light 
the  elements  of  the  physical  cosmos,  in  giving  shape  to 
the  inchoate; hence her epithet  "Creator  (or Co‐creatrix) 
of  the World".  Also  Bhuvaneswari  is  considered  as  the 
supreme goddesses who creates everything and destroys 
all  the unnecessary evils of world. She  is also considered 
as the Mother goddess of Kali, Lakshmi, Saraswati and also 
Gayatri. She  is also known as Om Shakti or Adi Shakti  i.e 
one  of  the  earliest  forms  of  shakti.  She  is  capable  of 
turning situations according to her wish.
